And to 

every beast of the earth, and to every bird of the air, and to everything that creeps 

on the earth, everything that has the breath of life, I have given every green plant 

for food." And it was so. God saw everything that he had made, and indeed, it 

was very good. And there was evening and there was morning, the sixth day. 

   Thus the heavens and the earth were finished, and all their multitude. And on 

the seventh day God finished the work that he had done, and he rested on the 

seventh day from all the work that he had done. So, God blessed the seventh day 

and hallowed it, because on it God rested from all the work that he had done in 

creation.  These are the generations of the heavens and the earth when they 

were created.
